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Street Evangelism

I, along with some
other missionaries, go out
regularly to talk to people
on the street about Jesus.
These soldiers were
interested to talk to us
simply because we were
Americans. After some
small talk, we turned the
conversation to spiritual
things and were able to
spend about half an hour
with them talking about
salvation. They were
Russian Orthodox, however
they had never given much
thought to what will happen
to them after death. What
we told them made them
uneasy, but | was glad to
see that they were, maybe
for the first time, thinking
seriously about eternity.
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Breaking Down Walls

After years of legal
red tape, permission was
finally granted to put a
separate front and back
entrance on the facility
where we meet. This
required breaking though two
4-foot thick brick walls with a
jack hammer and then

in St.
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cleaning up about 100 bags of
rubble. But it was worth it.
Until now guests entered
through a common hallway
with a coded lock that was
hardly welcoming. Now we
will have an entrance directly
to the street that will be much
more attractive and easy to
find for newcomers to our
services.

Witnesses (The Making Of)

Most Russian
Christians are opposed to
evangelism. Honestly, all
Christians are very intimidated
when it comes to sharing their
faith. My partner Kevin and |
have been focusing our
teaching on the importance of
being a witness to those
around us. Our goal is to
teach Russian believers how
to share their faith and equip
them with quality gospel
materials to help them do so.
