After the
typhoon hit, we had the
opportunity to go back to Cebu to
do some relief work in different
areas that were badly affected by
the typhoon. We raised extra
money to buy relief goods,
packaged them up, and went to a
few different communities and
nearby islands where they say 90-
95% of the homes were badly
damaged or completely destroyed,
and handed out the relief goods
and prayed for the people there. |
will never forget those people and
their joy and resilience in face of
this great tragedy.

We came back from the Philippines
on Thanksgiving day and got to the
base in time to celebrate with
everyone! It was nice to be back
“home” with my “family” for such a
special holiday! After that, we had
one more week of outreach, some
debrief time and graduation!
Shortly after graduation, the base
took a week for Christmas vacation.
It was nice to have time to relax and
reflect back on 2013 and all the
amazing things God did in my life
throughout the year.

2014 will be a year of change and
adventure for me. Over this past

me! I will be leaving YWAM
